Fun Facts: 
The Air Force was originally known as the Air Service, this was changed in 1926 with the Air Corps Act.

The US Army was first called the Continental Army and was created June 14, 1775.

The Coast Guard was established in 1790 by the secretary of treasury, Alexander Hamilton.

The Marine Corps was founded on November 10, 1775 and has since executed more than 300 landings on foreign soil.

On October 13, 1775, the US Navy was created with the help of nine colonies who helped man the ships.

Valor is to have great courage in the face of danger, especially in battle. Soldiers are often awarded medals for acts of valor

There are three different versions of the medal of honor. One for the Army, one for the Air Force, and one captures the Navy, Marine Corps, and 
the Coast Guard collectively. 

Each soldier has a duty to accomplish various tasks as a part of a team such as complex missions.

The oath of enlistment states, “I will support and defend the Constitution of the United States against all enemies, foreign and domestic; that I 
will bear true faith and allegiance to the same; and that I will obey the orders of the President of the United States and the order of the officers 
appointed over me, according to regulation and the Uniform Code of Military Justice. So, help me God.” the oath is recited when someone officially 
enlists in the military.

When a war comes to an end, an armistice is reached between the two in conflict, to which they agree to temporary suspend the hostile 
environment. 

While the military has a lot of servicemen, the rate of service women is increasing each year.

The most recent study conducted in 2015 shows that the largest branch of our military is the US Army making up 36% of the armed forces and the 
Navy with the second largest at 24%. All service members are honored to protect this nation and serve with great pride.
